During the evening, guests were
given further exciting insights into the history of the brand and its design philosophy by Mr.
Heiler. Uwe Makrutzki, Head of Porsche Classic Factory Restoration at Porsche AG, gave an
emotional and detailed account of the 1972 Porsche 911 S 2.4 Targa — a unique restoration
project that impressively combines the original design with modern elements. The sports car,
which exudes the distinctive signature style of Professor F. A. Porsche, was restored in close
cooperation with Porsche Design as part of a special project of Porsche Classic's Sonderwunsch
(special request) program. In addition to the exclusive classic, details of the one-of-a-kind
chronograph created especially for the auction, the Chronograph 1 — 911 S 2.4 Targa, were also
explained to the guests. The most unique feature of this timepiece is the design of the winding
rotor on the back of the case, which reflects that of the historical Fuchs wheel of the 1972
Targa. This was developed by engineers on the basis of complex manufacturing and testing at
the company's own watch factory in Solothurn, Switzerland. The successful bidder will receive
the anniversary pair in a stylish box, which will also hold the vehicle key for the Porsche 911 S

2.4 Targa in addition to the chronograph.
